Grantor and Grantee may be individually referred to as a “Party” and collectively
referred to herein as “Parties.”

BACKGROUND:

The Performance and Innovation Division of the County Manager’s Office was looking for a
performance management reporting software system for both internal and external County users.
The purpose of the software was to increase transparency and accountability to our residents,
increase the ability of elected officials to understand the effectiveness of County operations for
budgetary and other purposes and to provide meaningful and useful information to County
managers for decision making. This software was to provide information about County goals,
performance data, results and outcomes.

A formal Request for Proposal (RFP) was posted in 2015, and after a thorough evaluation,
Socrata, Inc., was deemed to provide the best value for the County. The original proposed cost
was $73,622.65. In 2016, the software system and support was renewed with Socrata, Inc., for
$60,967.65.

The Information Technology Department and the Performance and Innovation Division are
requesting to extend the agreement with Socrata for one additional year. County staff finds the
services provided by Socrata, Inc., to be acceptable due to the level of performance achieved by
using the software system.
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It is recommended that Amendment Two to renew the agreement be approved with Socrata, Inc.,
at the fair and reasonable not to exceed cost of $60,480.00 for a total contract price of
$195,070.30.
